a. Officials remove the secrecy envelope from the outer envelope and put it with other voters’ secrecy
envelopes, preserving your legal right to cast a secret ballot. They keep the outer envelope for their records.

b. Officials remove your ballot from the secrecy envelope and record your choices.
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* Party monitors can observe the process of information verification to make sure it takes place according to procedure.
They can get close enough to understand the process, but not so close that your private information is at risk.
** Party monitors can ohserve the processing of ahsentee hallots to make sure it takes place according to procedure.
